Solaris  is amazingly gentle and sweet natured. He passes his qualities along to his offspring consistently. 
Solaris has extremely good conformation which includes remarkably correct bone, joints, feet and legs.  He stands 15.1 hands and tapes at 1150 pounds.   Solaris foxtrots naturally and also has a very reachy running walk and flat walk.  He is powerful, fast and athletic with a true canter and a speedy gallop.   We are very pleased with his offspring so far.   
Solaris also carries a rare dilution gene not yet named by experts.  This dilution affects red hair as well as palomino and also causes dilute eyes(not blue) ...either amber or green and dilute skin.  It is not champagne or pearl.  We are now waiting to see what this dilution does on a black base.
